- Coaches, start your group time by having each student introduce himself or herself and share what number they feel like today. Next, you will need to explain the rules of the game. Assistant coaches are encouraged to participate.
  
ICEBREAKERS  -  Memory game
Directions: Coaches will hold up memory card to the camera picture side to the screen. Students will have 10 seconds to memorize what is on the card. Coaches will them take down the card and ask the students the 3 out of the 6 questions on the back of the card. Every question answered correctly is a point. This is a team game so students need to work together to answer the questions. See how many points the team gets at the end of 5 minutes. Remember to celebrate the teamwork at the end of the game. Coaches can encourage to the students to all cheer and clap or have a mini dance party. It’s up to you, just remember to celebrate!

 Lesson:    Integrity- Asking Permission  
 
Coaches: 
“Asking permission is an important part of integrity. What does integrity mean? Integrity is doing what’s right even when no one is watching. Coach Amy talked earlier about how asking for permission make other people feel and gives us a chance to show integrity. You are going to hear a story about asking for permission and then we are going to talk about it. 
Coaches have the option of showing the video of Amy telling a story about asking permission or telling the story themselves and showing the pictures. Discussion questions and group discussion directions provided. 
Transition- “Now we are going to get out our slap bracelets and crayons. These bracelets can help us remember to ask permission”.
