Reading POD: Cuddly Dudley  
 
Warmer: Talk to the kids as they come in. Warmer game: Ask them if they know what cuddle means ask them to find something that is 100% cuddly (pillow, stuffed animal etc.), then ask them that is 0% cuddly like a pen or a cactus etc.), finally ask them to find something that is 50% cuddly (backpack, etc.) 
Reading 1: First coach reads the story to the students 
Vocabulary: Jumping, diving, splash/splashing, cuddle/cuddling, waddle/waddling, huddle, house, penguin, run, running, and bounce. (to make this more fun, have the kids do the actions like jumping, running etc. )  
· Go through each vocabulary word and explain the definition of each word. 
· Then have the kids practice by doing the action verbs. 
· Jumping, the kids can jump up and down. Or, pretend you’re a house etc.) 
Reading 2: Reading Freeze- Have the kids pick out their favorite color/fruit/food/silly word etc. 
· As the coach reads the story again the students are instructed to look out for the vocabulary words and have them do the actions as you read the story. 
· When the coach reads that word the students is to yell, the color/fruit/food/silly word picked while doing the action. 
OR 
· Just have the kids pick a work they can say whenever you get to the word.  
Student reading: students take turns reading each page. 
· When the students struggle give them a second to work out the word for themselves before helping them. 
Game: Name, place, animal, thing. 
Choose a letter and have the kids name a place that starts with that letter, then a place that starts with that letter, etc. 

Letter S: 
Name: Samuel
Place: Sacramento 
Animal: Snake
Thing:  Scissors
