· Ask the kids if they would rather do one thing or the other. Feel free to make your own.
· Would you rather sing or dance? Would you rather be 5 years older or 2 years younger? Would you rather do school work by yourself or with a group? Would you rather be really good at math or really good at sports? Would you rather be able to control water or fire?
TIP: Ask follow up question to the students answers. Why? How? ….

Ask questions like:
· What homework did you have this week?
· Can you show me you English/math/ history…?
